CHOOSING A QUALIFICATION

Whether you are looking for employment, seeking a career change, leaving school or chasing a promotion - CR TAFE can open the
door to your future with quality, flexible training to fit your lifestyle.

Diploma and Advanced Diploma

These higher level qualifications will give you mare specialised and complex skills and knowledge, allowing you to
appraise, synthesise, manage and evaluate workplace situations effectively. Graduates at this level will have the
ability to undertake highly skilled work. Both qualifications can be a pathway to university and can give you credit
towards a Bachelor Degree. Duration of qualifications will vary for each course.

Certificate IV

At this level you will learn supervisory and advanced technical skills which may build on skills already acquired in
the workplace or obtained in a Certificate lll. A Certificate IV can lead directly to higher level qualifications or be a
pathway to university.

Certificate IlI

At this level you will gain broad theoretical and practical knowledge in your chosen industry, preparing you to take
on added responsibility. Some Certificate Ill courses are also offered as an apprenticeship or traineeship.

Certificate | and Il

These entry level gualifications will help you develop basic skills and knowledge and prepare you for both
employment and further education and training.

Available to Year 11 and 12 students attending school, the VETDSS program provides you with a nationally
recognised VET qualification whilst completing your Western Australian Certificate of Education (WACE).

School Based Traineeship or Apprenticeship

A School Based Traineeship/Apprenticeship provides an opportunity for full-time secondary school students to
begin preparing themselves for a career in the workforce. Students can work towards secondary graduation and
an industry recognised qualification.

Apprenticeships and Traineeships

Apprenticeships and traineeships combine study with workplace training. You must be employed as an apprentice
or a trainee before enrolling in an apprenticeship or traineeship program.

Skill Sets

These courses provide nationally accredited certification for a specific workplace skill and contain one or more units
of competency. When you complete a skill set course, you receive a statement of attainment. In some cases this
may give you credit towards completing a higher qualification with further study.

Short Courses

These courses help you gain skills and confidence in a specific area, can lead to further study, or just provide
a fun learning experience.

WHAT STUDY OPTION SUITS YOU?

FACE-TO-FACE/ON CAMPUS
Often known as ‘on campus’ study and may be scheduled during
the day or evenings. Some courses are also offered part-time.

FLEXIBLE DELIVERY

Study at your own pace, while still having access to a lecturer
for all your guestions and needs. This option is beneficial to
those wanting to combine work and study. Some courses may
require students to be on campus for practical components or
assessments.

ONLINE LEARNING

Students will have access to virtual classrooms and an online
learning portal. Some courses may require students to be on
campus for practical components or assessments.

BLENDED DELIVERY
A mixture of online study and on campus class time.

Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL)

RPL is an assessment process that involves assessment of an
individual's relevant prior learning and experience (including
skills and knowledge obtained through formal and informal
learning) to determine the extent to which the individual meets
requirements specified in the training product. CR TAFE staff
will be available to support you throughout the RPL process.

Credit Transfer

A credit transfer involves recognising and awarding credit for
prior successful completion of an equivalent unit of competency
or module.

INTENSIVE BLOCKS

Gain a qualification in a reduced time frame, with minimal class
time. Course work, assignments and projects are completed in
your own time.

APPRENTICESHIPS/TRAINEESHIPS

Apprenticeships

A full-time employment-based training program lasting 3-4
years. An apprenticeship combines on-the-job learning and
scheduled training with a Registered Training Organisation
(RTO) provider.

Traineeships
Full-time employment-based training program, often for a
duration of 12 months or more.

PRE-APPRENTICESHIPS
Employment contracts are not required for this option. A great
step towards securing a future apprenticeship.

GAIN AN ADVANTAGE

Pre-apprenticeships

A pre-apprenticeship enables you to experience what it is like to
work in a trade before you make a commitment to continuing
in that employment field or gaining an apprenticeship.

If you go on to an apprenticeship, the off-the-job training
component of your apprenticeship training may be reduced.

Completion of a pre-apprenticeship entitles you to a Certificate
[l qualification, and although you do not get paid during the
course, work placement opportunities do form part of your
training.

Generally there are no entry requirements or experience needed
to enrol in a pre-apprenticeship course.

Entrance requirements
